Sites are level and
most are shaded. Hitching rails are provided for horses. Site #46 is ADA compliant. A permanent
bathhouse is available.

Trails
are mostly dirt with some lake rock and rock in improvement areas. Mud should also be expected on
these trails. *** SUNDAY CHECK OUT IS 1PM Due to this Friday will offer both Long and Short
course, Sunday SHORT course ONLY.
