Competfifive Mounfed Orienteering (CMQ) is 3 fimed event The ride manager has sef up from 5§ fo 10 paper plates, called
markers, in a given area. You will be given a map with the general area of the markers circled, along with a list of clues fo find
the marker. The clues will describe something in the area - perhaps a specific free, a log, a rock, or a shelter, along with a
compass reading. Each team then decides their route to each marker, locates the landmarks from the clres, and finds the
marker using a compass. Write the letters found on the marker on your map fo verify that you were there and then ride on fo
the next marker. Ride a5 an individual or a feam of fwo or more. You may ride one day or both days. Bring your horse, your
compass (non-electronic), and be prepared for a great aftermoon of rding! Ask the Ride Managers if you need instructions.

Ribbons are awarded for the 15t through Gth place teams each day in the long course and 1sf through 3rd for the short course
(two ribbons per team). Points are kept on a siate level and national level, and year-end awards are slso given af the annwal
